Platonic love is transformative and something to
hold dear. You can send love letters to anyonein
your life that you hold love for: your homies, your
grandma, that neighbor that helped take care of
your plants that one time. We can use this love
letter practice to explore what celebrating love
can look like outside of solely romantic contexts.

o Setthescene.
Asthelove letter writer, take amoment to get
settled. Prepare your space ina way that
makes you feel present and brings in softness.
Light candles! Wear something comfy! Play
music that makes your heart feel full!

e Tend to your heart.
Before beginning your letter writing, thank
your own heart for taking a moment to be
vulnerable. Vulnerability is an act of courage.
Take some time to send love to your own
heart for its infinite capacity to love. When we
nourish our own self love, we expand our
capacity to share love with others.

@ Tend to gratitude.
Decide on the person you'd like to dedicate
your love letter to. Then in a comfortable
position, close your eyes, and take a moment
to meditate on what you're grateful for in your
person. Imagine your love for each other as a
small golden light that's slowly filling up your
heart, till it fills up your body, growing to cover
your space, your city, your world. In this light
with one another, you are safe and seen.
